Several new concepts were introduced at this seminar: 
 
1. Student Team-led Workshops 
In the future, we will be supporting small teams of more senior students to run a 
workshop between them. This new initiative fits with the PWS ethos, with course-
takers starting out as students, and then becoming peer-leaders. The idea will be to 
come up with a class activity, with support/supervision/facilitation from the CICASP 
Team. 
 
2. Review Presentations 
The plan is that, in the future, more experienced students will give a review 
presentation at a CICASP Seminar during their time here. The review will be a 
summary of the main questions, focus, directions, methods, history and main current 
outcomes of their field.  
 
3. Scientific Debates: ‘Head-to-Head’ 
The upcoming ‘Scientific Debate’ seminars will have a new format: 2 pairs of 
students will present alternate sides of a particular argument in each session. The 
first pair will go head to head in a formal debate; followed by the second pair. The 
topic to be debated will be known in advance, and each student will prepare a 5 min 
powerpoint to support their opening statement. Following each opening statement, 
the argument will go back and forth between the presenting pair.
